I was
impressed recently by one of our staff men going the extra mile to help one of our residents. Many
of you know Joe Russell. Joe is our evening desk manager. Joe interacts with almost every man who
comes into PRM.

Recently, Joe met a young man as he checked into PRM. Mr. E (that's what we will call him) had
recently separated from the military having completed a couple of tours in Iraq. Mr. E was having
trouble getting civilian life to move in the right direction. He missed the structure of the military
and was struggling with the intense experiences of serving in combat
situations. Even the shipyard whistles reminded him of the sounds of

combat and would create feelings of panic and fear in him.

Joe, who served in the Army (1981-1985) and the National Guard (1985-1988) as a Combat Engineer, reached out to
Mr. E. He knew there was good help available to our soldiers returning from forward areas of service. Completely
on his own, Joe took Mr. E to the V.A. Hospital and stayed with Mr. E while he went through the process of
getting his Veteran's card. In the midst of this process the lady who runs the PTSD programs walked up (talk
about God's providence)!!! She met Mr. E, and within an hour Mr. E was sitting in her office for an initial
interview. He already has an appointment for the next step in getting some much needed help!

I am honored to be able to serve those who have bravely served our
country. I am privileged to point them to Jesus!!!! .and in the case of
this story it was a joy to observe
one veteran serving another!!
