Can you believe it's time for Camp Open Arms 2017??? We are ramping up our preparations
over the next few weeks in anticipation of another great summer camp ministry. If you are not
familiar with Camp Open Arms (COA) here's a brief overview!. COA is a summer camp ministry
that is run by the Peninsula Rescue Mission. It is typically aimed at children and teens who come
from high-risk backgrounds. The campers come from all over the Peninsula as well as Gloucester, Suffolk, and Isle of Wight
County. Campers experience a week of fun including crazy games, new friends, great food, amazing counselors, and
constant smiles and laughter!! Underneath all of the excitement lies our foundational purpose to introduce people (campers)
to Jesus Christ. Through chapel lessons, memory verses, cabin devotions, and personal quiet times our campers are
challenged by the truths of God's Word. By the end of the week each counselor will have a one on one conversation with
their campers about their relationship with the Lord.

Each summer we choose a theme that ties into our Bible lessons for the week.
COA 2017 will cover the stories of Daniel and his friends. This is a fantastic
study in being faithful when you stand alone and when
the cost is high! This is such a good fit for our
campers!! They tell us stories from their homes,
from their schools, and from neighborhoods!
choosing to do the right thing is tough! . choosing
to walk with the Lord is almost unheard of! These
powerful stories will be a tremendous
encouragement to those that are already
believers. To those that will attend COA, but
do not have a relationship with Jesus, the
book of Daniel paints a clear picture of a
powerful and loving God Who can be
trusted to see our campers through
the trials that will come their way!!

Since the beginning of Camp Open
Arms back in 1974, the cost of
COA has been covered by the
Rescue Mission. We never want
the cost of camp to prevent any
camper from coming. However, we
do our best to make sure that the
financial need is genuine before
approving a camper to come.
