They come from New York and New Jersey. Some come from North Carolina and Georgia. Still others come from
Texas and even California. They look different from each other, sound different from each other, and think
different from each other. The reasons they come through our front door are rarely the same. Their individual
stories could not be any more different!!

We took one week and showed the movie (which I highly recommend!!) during our morning chapel
services (five 25 minute segments). Without giving away too much, a young child dies in a car accident. One of

our men became very emotional as he was vividly reminded of the loss of his own child in a car accident a few years ago. The pain is still
real.

That same morning a program man came into my office in tears! partly due to the impact of that movie, but mostly over concerns for his
health. He is in steady pain and waiting to see a specialist for further answers, but already has enough knowledge at this point to know his
situation is quite serious. He knows that God is totally trustworthy, but is still scared for what he will find out in the days ahead.

Another program man caught a ride to the VA hospital to find out why he's not received his automatic refill of his
diabetes medicine. He had been 5 days without it, and was beginning to feel very, very sick and even having some
trouble functioning. The VA gave him an emergency supply, and his refill came in the mail that same day. He is feeling
normal again.

These are the stories of only 3 men who currently reside at the
Rescue Mission. Thousands of other men will check into the
Mission this year. Thousands of other stories could be
told.

Courageous

When the apostles were seeking a replacement for Judas, they said they were seeking for one to be a witness of the resurrection. What
a blessed truth is that resurrection! No religion that pretends to bring men to God has anything like it - it is unique! O, what wondrous
things are connected to that event which happened nearly 2,000 years ago.

First, the story - it was a Springtime Friday morning in Israel, in Jerusalem to be exact. A young Jewish Rabbi named Jesus was being led
outside the city to be executed for His"conviction#on trumped up charges. At least that was what it looked like on the surface. The real
truth, the deeper reality was that Jesus was about to do business with God for all of Adam$s race. The sins of all people of all ages were to

be laid on Him, and He would bear our punishment before a holy God for those sins. The
Hebrew prophet Isaiah (53:6) had put it this way,

His back had been beaten by the soldier$s lash - one cannot even imagine what that
did to His flesh as it ripped through and tore off chunks of Christ$s humanity. His face had
been beaten again and again by the fists of wicked men in one of His religious trials. Blood
was no doubt running from His brow, where the crown of thorns had been placed. Spittle
was now dry upon His face, Jews and Romans alike having vilely spat upon the Savior. That
same Hebrew prophet (Isaiah,
52:14) suggested that Christ was so
badly beaten that He was not
recognizable as human.

So the strong Roman soldiers nailed Him to a cross and suspended Him between
earth and heaven. From 9:00 AM to just before sundown, Jesus hung there on the
cross, having died around 3:00 PM. Nicodemus and Joseph of Arimathea removed
His body from the cross and buried it in Joseph$s new tomb in a garden. This was the
last part of Friday, with Saturday ( ) beginning at sundown. So for that little
part of Friday, all of Saturday, and some portion of Sunday (which began at Sundown
on Saturday), the body of Jesus lay in Joseph$s tomb. Sometime Sunday morning
Jesus burst the bars of death, re-entered His body, and came forth from the grave!
Glorious resurrection - victory over so much!

Now back to our being a witness of His resurrection - we did not see Him rise (no human eyes did). Yet we know He lives, for the Bible
declares it. We see the evidence of His victory over death in the changed lives of
God$s children in this world. We can now tell the gospel story, which without the
resurrection is no story at all. O, but with the resurrection accomplished, we can
tell men that their sins can be forgiven because Jesus died and rose. We can tell
grieving  survivors of loved ones gone to heaven that there is another resurrection
coming - resurrection - guaranteed by the resurrection of Christ!!

What a story is ours - there is no other like it. And we must be faithful to
share this good news near and far. We must support good pastors and missionaries
and others who proclaim the glad tidings about Jesus. Now, while no eye saw Him

, hundreds saw Him . The validity of the resurrection stands on solid
ground. The validity of our testimony is made into solid ground by the lives we live
in Christ$s resurrection power. As we celebrate His resurrection this month, let us
demonstrate its reality by our lives and declare it with our lips. People need the
Lord, and we can share Him with them.

On
the other end was a man who sounded
desperate. He and his family had lost
everything in a state out west, and
some friends in a nearby city invited them to come and stay with them
while they got back on their feet. He didn#t tell me how long they had been
with them, or how it fell apart, but only that the !welcome mat" was
withdrawn. So he and his wife and their two children (in their early
twenties) had spent the night in their car. The temperature had dipped
pretty low that night, 27 at my house that morning, and they were still
thawingout.

I directed them to a local place that sells gas and food, and we met there as
soon as I could get away from the office. I shared their need with Alan and
Connie, and they suggested taking them a bag of !goodies" and some Wal
Mart gift cards. We gathered those things up and I headed out to meet
them. So I rolled up beside them at the little shop and introduced myself. I
presented them with the goody-bag, the gift cards, a map of the area, and
the list of churches who were hosting a homeless ministry for the next two

months. I had offered shelter here for
the men, but they understandably
wanted to keep their family together.
One by one they exited the car, their
overnight mobile motel, moving

slowlyas theyworked thestiffnessoutof their joints.

It saddened me to see a 20-year Air Force veteran and his family in such a
plight. They had experienced a dramatic life change, and they seemed
almost without hope. Yet they were all four smiling during our visit while I
filled their gas tank for them. It was a delight to see such an appreciative
family, folks who seemed to be getting along well with each other under
difficult circumstances. I asked the Dad to call me on Monday and bring his
family to join us for lunch. We will then take a look at their situation and see
what furtherhelpmaybe inorder.

My own life has been so ordered and stable that I just cannot imagine
experiencing what is their present lot. That makes me all the more desirous
to help them materially and spiritually. Thank you for helping us be in a
position tominister tocrisisneedssuchas these.

Every now and again I need to remind myself that I am a
!steward," not an !owner." God has entrusted us with many
things - physical, material, and spiritual. They are !goods"
belonging to the !Master," and He has been gracious to let us
handle them. Several parables recorded in the gospels illustrate
the principles of stewardship. One particular passage in 1 Cor. 4:2
summarizes the whole issue.

What a challenge is
seen here for the steward:

First may be seen the . The words !it is
required" (better translated !it is being sought for") suggest that
God is looking for people whom He may trust with things to be
used for His glory. The reminds us of Jesus
telling us to !pray ye the Lord of the harvest to send forth
laborers into His harvest." Be careful; He may answer that prayer
by sending YOU! In fact, He called you to serve Him. And we
do not work alone; we have a .  As Paul
wrote in the previous chapter,! we are  laborers together with
God." Jesus had said,! Lo, I am with you alway, even to the end of
the age." And there is also a . We have all
we need to serve Him and bless others; the Bible, the Spirit, our
spiritual gifts.

Then we observe in the passage the
. This is seen in the very name!steward." It means one

who is!entrusted with the management of his master#s affairs."
There are involved here at least three things: 1) A

. The approval of the One Who called us should be
paramount to us. 2) A . Among other
things God has entrusted us with is the Word of God. We must
read it, memorize it, study it, share it. 3) A

. People need the Lord, and believers need His Word.
We must discharge our! holy debt" as stewards by blessing folks.

Finally, there is the . The smile on
the Master#s face is our great reward. The text of our verse
implies an . We shall all appear before the judgment
seat of Christ. And there is an . We must be! found
faithful." To be worthy of our trust, we must
be ! trustworthy." God has given us so
much: our eyes to see, ears to hear, lips to
speak, feet to walk and carry the good
news of Jesus. He has placed a Bible in
our hands and the needy world
before us. O, that we might be
such stewards that one day we
would hear Him say,! Well
done, good and faithful
servant." His! well-
done" our highest
prize. Let us so live!
